the NOP to disburse over PKR 3
billion to support 1,311 scholars,

of which 8571 have graduated and
over 50 have received international
scholarships in top universities
worldwide.

And
during their journey they acquire a
passion for giving back through social
enterprises that serve disadvantaged
communities. We are delighted the
NOP won the 2021 Global CASE

A Commitment
to Accessible
Education

LUMS provides generous financial

assistance for its undergraduate, graduate

and doctoral programmes.

LUMS is home to students
from across Pakistan. It is
our mission to inculcate the
core principles of diversity
and inclusion in our
community, and enrich the
educational experiences

of our students both inside
and outside the classroom.

One in three students at the
University receives financial
aid, ranging from 20 per
cent fee waivers to full
tuition and living support.

The Financial Aid
Committee at LUMS
follows a rigorous process
and the awards are
reassessed every year
based on performance and
demonstrated financial
need.

The Loan Facilitation
Office, a subsection of
the Office of Financial Aid,
also facilitates students
by offering interest-free

loans. The Office has

also introduced a flexible
repayment option. During
the period 2019-21, a total
of PKR 269 million was
disbursed through interest-
free loans.

At LUMS, merit
scholarships are

also given based on
outstanding academic
performance. Every year,
100 scholarships support
the studies of top-ranked
undergraduate students,
based on the University's
admission evaluation
criteria.

Upon admission, students
are automatically
considered for scholarships
that cover full and partial
tuition fee for the first

year. Scholarships for the
returning batches are
determined by academic
performance during
subsequent years.

LUMS also offers 50%
scholarship to the top 10
per cent of candidates
admitted to

Initiated in 2001, the
National Outreach
Programme (NOP) furthers
the University's long-
standing vision of providing
premium education to
talented students across
the country, regardless

of their financial
circumstances.

NOP scholars come from
140 cities including remote
towns and villages such as
Bahawalnagar, Hunza, Swat
and Taxila. Many of these
students become the first
in their families to graduate
from college.

The LUMS NOP team visits
schools and colleges across
the country and informs
students about

the Programme.

LUMS verifies the
financial need of these
students through a review
committee. During the
period 2019-21, PKR 689
million were disbursed to
scholars.

NOP applicants are
provided extra coaching
and financial support

for the SAT exam; a
prerequisite for admission
to the undergraduate
programmes at LUMS.
Once admitted, each NOP
scholar is given complete
financial aid that covers
the cost of tuition, books,
boarding and lodging, as
well as a stipend.

(CASE) Platinum Award
2021in the ‘Best Practices
in Diversity, Equity, and
Inclusion’ category. The
CASE Platinum Awards
recognise world-class
programmes and
practices in educational
advancement.

Finding a Cure for COVID-19

A team at the Syed Babar Ali School

of Science and Engineering (SBASSE)
has utilised advanced tools in artificial
intelligence to identify potential drugs or
drug-like molecules specifically targeting
SARS-CoV-32, the virus that causes
COVID-19.

Led by Dr. Syed Shahzad ul Hussan, the
study serves as an important contribution
to drug discovery efforts against a
globally prevalent infection.

The project team includes second-year
PhD student, Hafsa Iftikhar, and an MS
graduate of 2020, Nayyer Ali.

“Everything being done regarding research
would not be possible without the support
of LUMS; which comes in the form of
research facilities, equipment, stipends for
students, lab space and several others to
name a few” says Dr. Hussan.

Also at SBASSE, Associate Professor,
Dr. Shaper Mirza and her team have
been awarded PKR 12 million as a Rapid
Research Grant by The World Bank

Mapping the Economic Cycle

Associate Professor at the Mushtag Ahmad
Gurmani School of Humanities and Social
Sciences, Dr. Kashif Z. Malik has explored how
the COVID-19 pandemic has threatened the
livelihoods of microenterprises, and has created
immediate challenges for institutions that serve
affected communities. He has also outlined
immediate interventions necessary in Pakistan
to mitigate this crisis. Dr. Malik's research

has been published in the Oxford Review of
Economic Policy. This study was conducted with
a team of researchers from Oxford University,
New York University and Lahore School of
Economics.

What Determines
the Profitability of
Islamic Banks?

Dr. Saad Azmat, Associate Professor at the
Suleman Dawood School of Business, has
uncovered the factors that contribute most
to profitability in Islamic banking.

Dr. Azmat has used data from 20 countries
over a 15-year period. The research argues
that commonly used measures, such as
loan to deposit ratio, do not affect the
profitability of Islamic banks because they
rely majorly on fee-based income. Published
in the International Review of Economics
and Finance, the conclusions of the research
imply that Islamic banks’ lower sensitivity

to loan to deposit ratio may contribute to

a lower credit risk. However, over-reliance

on fee-based income may affect the
growth, profitability and sustainability of
Islamic banks in the long run.

Your UPS May Be Causing
Load-shedding

Research conducted by Assistant
Professor at the Suleman Dawood
School of Business, Dr. Zainab Riaz,
reveals that the low efficiency of power
backup systems adds to installation and
operation costs entailing annual losses of
over 3-4 terawatt-hours to the electric
grid in Pakistan. This is in addition to
overloading transformers and creating
frequent supply-demand imbalances.

Her research is focused on developing

a framework for a future smart grid in
Pakistan. She proposes that smarter
infrastructure can reduce losses and
provide better grid services. These policy
recommendations can be adopted by
relevant stakeholders in government and
industry.

Despite millions of citizens investing

in self-generation and battery storage
technologies like uninterruptible power
supply (UPS) systems, the issue of wide-
spread electricity shortage in Pakistan still
persists.
